Emphasis will be
placed on the Safety Data Sheet (SDS) and labelling requirements but relevant pending changes in non-hazard
communication areas will be covered briefly.

e The location and applicability of relevant standards and/or guidelines pertaining to hazard
communication

¢ Classification scheme (including unique criteria or establishment of list based classification)
e An overview of Safety Data Sheet (SDS) and Labelling requirements
e Confidentiality provisions

This is an advanced course. While there are no specific prerequisites for this course, it is recommended that
participants possess a working knowledge of SDS and labels and an understanding of the principles of hazard
communication and chemical control regulations, including a basic understanding of GHS.
